You might be asking yourself:

What is the East End Child Care Center? What is Milestones? What’s the PAC?
These are all excellent questions.

The East End Child Care Center (EECCC) is a California non-profit corporation that is overseen by a Board of Directors. The EECCC Board is comprised of parents of children enrolled at the center and other interested parties. The Board is responsible for all issues related to the physical premises of the facility, including all permanent fixtures, and for the administration of the center. The Board pays rent to the Department of General Services (DGS), who owns the building where the center is located. DGS is responsible for making all improvements and repairs to the physical building, which the Board brings to the attention of DGS. The Board pays for insurance and taxes, plus things like all the kitchen and laundry appliances used at the center. The Board contracts with a licensed child care provider to provide services to children enrolled at the center. Any parent of a child enrolled at the center is a member of EECCC and is welcome to attend any Board meeting, which are held on the 2nd Monday of the month. 

Milestones is the licensed child care provider under contract with the Board. Aimee Walker is the owner of Milestones and the Director of the center. Milestones is responsible for all personnel decisions, curriculum, training, and other matters related to the educational enrichment of our children.

As mentioned in the recent monthly newsletter to parents, the PAC is the Parents Advisory Committee. It is comprised of parents of children enrolled at the center. The contract entered into between Milestones and the EECCC Board requires the PAC to have at least 5 members and to meet monthly. The contract states that the PAC may provide advice to the Board on “issues related to services to families” including ways to improve the delivery of care and developmental services to children enrolled at the center. In reality, what this means is that the PAC is the voice of parents at the center – a place to raise concerns and issues. It is also responsible for planning and implementing special events, including fundraisers for the center. All parents are welcome and encouraged to attend any PAC meeting, which are held the 1st Weds. of each month.
